WHEREAS, Ms. Faggart has demonstrated to the court’s satisfaction that a fee
exemption is necessary in order to avoid unreasonable burdens and to promote public access to
information;

IT ISHEREBY ORDERED THAT a fee-exempt PACER ID and password be issued to
the Center for Immigrants’ Rights, Penn State School of Law, to conduct academic research at
the aforementioned University for the period commencing January 1, 2010 and ending December
31, 2010.

IT IS ALSO ORDERED THAT the Center for Immigrants’ Rights, Penn State School
of Law is prohibited by this Order from selling for profit any data obtained as a result of this
Order in accordance with 28 U.S.C. § 1914.
